Analysis of Short Fiction I (5 days)
Students examine the characters, setting, structure,
narration, and figurative language of selected texts
to understand and express through literary
argumentation how those factors impact the
reader’s experience and contribute to an overall
interpretation.

Choice Reading (9 days)
Students will select, read, and examine  two
novels from suggested titles to prepare for the AP
Exam’s open-ended response question and to
prepare for the literary research unit.

Literary Theories (9 days)
Students will learn about and apply a range of
literary theories (formalist, biographical,
psychological, historical, feminist, and
mythological criticism) to broaden their
understanding of possible ways to interpret the
text.

Analysis of Poetry I (5 days)
Students will examine the characters, setting,
structure, narration, and figurative language in
selected poems to understand and express through
literary argumentation how these factors impact
the reader’s experience and contribute to an
overall interpretation.
