 Students will explain the context in which 
 the Renaissance & Age of Discovery 
 developed. 

 Unit 2:  Age of Reformation  (  15 days  ) 
 Students will explain the context in which 
 the religious, political, and cultural 
 developments of the 16th and 17th 
 centuries took place. 

 Unit 3:  Absolutism & Constitutionalism 
 (  10 days  ) 
 Students will explain the context in which 
 different forms of political power 
 developed from 1648 - 1815.

 Unit 5:  Conflict, Crisis, and Reaction in 
 the Late 18th Century  (  22 days  ) 
 Students will explain the context in which 
 the European states experienced crisis and 
 conflict from 1648 - 1815, including the 
 French Revolution, Napoleon’s rise, 
 dominance and defeat, and The Congress 
 of Vienna.

 Students will explain the context in which 
 global conflict developed in the 20th 
 century, including WWI, the Russian 
 Revolution, the global economic crisis, rise 
 of fascism, WWII and challenges to existing 
 social, cultural and intellectual 
 understandings. 

 Unit 9:  Cold War & Contemporary 
 Europe  (  15 days  ) 
 Students will explain the context in which 
 the Cold War developed, spread, and ended 
 in Europe, including how economic 
 developments resulted in economic, 
 political and cultural change in the period 
 after WWII.
